Cornerstone in Tamarac HOA

Board of Directors Meeting

August 7, 2007

Meeting called to order by President Ann Meadows.  Those members attending included Jim Kottenstette, Peter Kandell, John Houser, Karen Johnson and Akeem Makeen.

Election of Officers:

Ann Meadows nominated Jim Kottenstette to act as President.  Seconded by John Houser.  All were in favor.

Karen Johnson nominated Peter Kandell as Vice President.  Seconded by Jim Kottenstette.  All were in favor.

Ann Meadows nominated Karen Johnson as Secr./Treas.  Seconded by John Houser.  All were in favor.

As the new President, Jim Kottenstette asks for a motion to approve the March 2007 minutes.  It was moved by Peter Kandell to approve them as presented.  Seconded by Ann Meadows.  Motion approved unanimously.

Board Packets were emailed to each board member, however hard copies will be available prior to meetings.
Covenant Violation Hearing-Akeem Makeen was sent a Notice of Complaint concerning the parking of a vehicle on the street overnight.  Mr. Makeen did bring a witness, a Mr. Sean Johnson.  Witnesses for the Association included Ann Meadows, Jim Kottenstette and Peter Kandell, All current Board members.

President Jim Kottenstette opened the hearing, describing the procedure as provided in the Policies and Procedures for the Association.  Each witness for the Association provided testimony stating that they did indeed see a car parked on the street overnight on many occasions in June and July of 2007.  After each testimony, Mr. Akeem Makeen did cross examine.  From the emails sent back and forth between Mr. Makeen and the Board witnesses it was understood that this car belonged to his daughter.  This assumption was asserted to be incorrect.  Mr. Makeen explained that his witness Mr. Johnson had purchased the car at a  Denver Police auction.  Mr. Johnson is not a family member.

After everyone had an opportunity to provide testimony, Mr. Makeen left the meeting.  It was explained to him prior to leaving that he would be contacted by the Management Company concerning the decision of the Board.

It was the decision of the Board of Directors that a violation did not occur.  The vehicle in question did not belong to Mr. Akeem Makeen or any of his family members that reside at his address.  Board decided also that no further action would be taken if the Board receives a copy of the registration of the vehicle that documents ownership testimony.  This decision and stipulation was made into a motion by Karen Johnson and seconded by John Houser.  Motion approved unanimously.

Business

A. Installation of Lighting Fixtures-This conversation centered around the installation of walkway and driveway lighting.  According to the Design Guidelines for the ARC, any lighting installed outside must first be approved.  Hence a letter to the homeowners will be crafted that details the Board’s position on this matter.  Letter will also make homeowners aware of the website for the Association and where to access Cornerstone information and documents.  (Cornerstoneattamarac.com.)

B. Signage – The Board will obtain another proposal to renovate the entry sign at Cornerstone.

C. Picnic-Ann Meadows will approach Mr. Teegarden at the Tamarac Apartments to see if we can use their clubhouse for a social gathering.  This will be discussed further at the September Board meeting.  The theme of the social gathering will be an October Fest.

D. Peter Kandell will be the liaison to the Architectural Review Committee.

Financials

The July financial statements were given to the Board to review.  As a simplification, monies held in one of Cornerstone’s four reserve accounts (#1023) will be transferred to the Cash Account (#1010) to re-establish a positive cash balance for Operations.  (Motion carried.)

There being no further business to discuss, it was moved by Ann Meadows to adjourn the meeting and seconded by John Houser.  The next meeting of the Board will be held on September 11th at 6:30 pm.
