Board of Directors Meeting

January 6, 2009

Meeting called to order by President Jim Kottenstette at 6:30 p.m.  Those Board members attending included Karen Johnson, John Hauser and Peter Kandell.  Earl Johnson from Western States also attended.

Business

A. Western States Management Contract-We’ve agreed upon the various changes in the contract and Earl Johnson will effect those changes and get the new copy to Jim Kottenstette for review.  It was moved by Karen Johnson to grant authority to the President to sign the contract after it is amended.  Second by John Hauser.  Motion passed unanimously.

B. Aesthetic Provisions - Currently, the Cornerstone Association has architectural guidelines in force which raises the question as to whether or not we need to have more specific provisions that would help regulate homeowner adoption of any new “green technologies.”  This question will be asked of the Association’s attorney because the State of Colorado has recently approved legislation promoting installation of such technologies in communities like Cornerstone.  Assuming the attorney’s answer is affirmative, it was agreed the Board could move forward and obtain advice that should be useful to our ARC and the Board.  The initial cost of such advice would be $180.00.
C. Tree Removal - Homeowner Doug Ike requested that a tree be removed from his property.  The reason for the removal is that the tree shades the immediate area to the north which then freezes creating hazard.  He will be asked to complete a ARC request form and submit it to the ARC committee for approval.

Financial Report-As per the November financial the Association is in excellent standing with $10,453.80 in operating and $34, 124.94 in reserves.  

There being no further business to discuss, it was moved by John Hauser to adjourn the January meeting and second by Karen Johnson.  Next meeting will be held on March 3rd.
