Meeting Minutes

Minutes of the January meeting were reviewed.  It was moved by Karen Johnson to approve the minutes and seconded by John Hauser.  Motion approved unanimously.

Busines:

A. Mr. Wimmer, who resided at 3242 S. Tulare Circle was asked to remove two flags that are attached to either side of the garage.  Permission to install was never granted.  The flags are not American flags rather college flags.  Mr. Wimmer did not attend the meeting, he was invited.  The flags have been removed.

B. Homeowner Directory and the Progressive dinner was discussed and the Board updated by Karen Johnson.  Work continues in updating the directory and Ms. Johnson has other helping in gather information.  The dinner is tentatively set for April 26th.

C. Annual meeting-The Annual Meeting is scheduled for May 13th and efforts to reserve the clubhouse at the Tamarac Apartments is under way. There decision was to go with DLC, a cost difference of $7500.00.  Additional information will be sought from DLC, snow removal costs and references will be checked.  Motion to accept the DLC proposal by Karen Johnson and seconded by John Hauser.  Motion approved unanimously.

Financials

The month-end January 2008 financial was reviewed as were the delinquencies.  Mr. King’s garnishment has ended with a outstanding balance still due.  He is considerably delinquent over and above the money he owes on the garnishment.
