Board of Directors Meeting

November 7, 2006

Meeting Minutes

Meeting called to order by President Ann Meadows at 6:30 P.M.  Those attending included John Hauser, Akeem Makeen, Sandy Robinson, Joan Kupetz, Jim Kottenstette and Peter Kandell.  Earl Johnson from Western States also attended.

Meeting minutes from the September meeting of the Board of Directors were reviewed.  It was moved Akeem Makeen to approve the September minutes and seconded by Peter Kandell.  Motion approved.

Business:

Budget Discussion-Sandy Robinson provided Board members with two scenarios for the 2007 budget.  First, a budget set at $65.00 per month per homeowner and the second budget at $75.00 per month.  It was debated that we could reduce the monthly assessment to $65.00 but the budget showed a loss of $1641.00 at the end of the year. This reduction in monthly dues to $65.00 a month was placed in the form of a motion by Jim Kottenstette  and seconded by Sandy Robinson.  The vote was 3 in favor of the reduction and 3 opposed, 1 abstained.  Motion failed.

 It was also discussed that we could not anticipate what expenses might be on the horizon, especially in light of the re-zoning and the eventual construction.

Sandy Robinson provided numbers for a budget of $70.00 per month.  It was moved by Akeem Makeen to accept the $5.00 a month reduction in monthly dues for the 2007 Budget.  This motion was seconded by Joanie Kupetz.  Motion passed unanimously.

Notice of the assessment reduction will mailed to each homeowner prior to January 2007.

Tree Roots-Several homeowners have seen tree roots invaded their yards and Earl provided that is considered in Colorado as trespass.  The effected homeowner may contact the offending homeowner about the problem or the effected homeowner can eliminate the roots after notice is given.  This information will be included in next issue of the Cornerstone newsletter.

Landscape Contract for 2007- Emerald Isle’s landscape contract for 2007 was approved.  An increase of about $1000.00 over last year’s contract.  It was moved by John Hauser to accept the new contract and seconded by Peter Kandell.  Motion was approved unanimously.

Traffic Patterns-Information concerning traffic patterns was provided via email by Ann Meadows for the Board.  New traffic speed signs will be installed.  The MPH will 25MPH.  

There being no further business to discuss it was moved by John Hauser to adjourn the meeting.  Second by Akeem Makeen.  Next meeting will be in January of 2007.
