Board Meeting Minutes

Meeting called to order by President Jim Kottenstette.  Those Board members present at this meeting included Peter Kandell, John Hauser, and Gary Seems. Linnea Hauser attended the meeting representing the Architectural Review Committee.  Earl Johnson from Western States also attended.  

Business

A. Parking Variance Discussion - A letter was submitted to the Board of Directors from Peter Kandell and George Harding concerning their camper trailer and requesting a variance.  After reviewing their request, it was moved by John Hauser to grant this variance. His motion was seconded by Gary Seems.  Vote was 2 in favor with 1 abstaining.  Motion passed.

B. Broadleaf Application - Kottenstette spoke to DLC concerning the infestation of crabgrass in the lawns throughout the Association.  Roger Maurer provided a cost of $150.00 to treat the effected areas.  The result showed a positive effect in killing off many of the areas where the crabgrass had been growing.

C. Linnea Hauser attended the meeting to discuss the possibilities of creating a guideline for homeowners, showing various earth tone colors to chose from.  This would be put together by a professional designer and would be maintained by the Association and be available to homeowners as a guide. It was agreed that Kottenstette would propose alternatives for payment and for accomplishing these goals in order to move this initiative foreword. 

Homeowners can presently repaint their homes with the same color without ARC approval prior to repainting. Considering that some homes have been repainted four or five times since Cornerstone was established and that guidelines for earth tone colors have not been available nor the color of trim paint thought to a factor, the Board unanimously approved a motion that requires every homeowner to obtain ARC color approval whenever exterior repainting is planned even when a home is expected to be repainted the same color.
D. Property Inspection - We agreed upon September 21 as the date to conduct a property inspection.  We will meet at John Hauser’s home and walk the entire property.  We will maintain notes on the each home and send out friendly letters making owners aware of potential problems or the need for a particular repair.

E. The Board authorized Kottenstette to approve the 2009-10 snow removal contract with DLC, given that DLC will provide for the same services and on the same cost-basis as last year.
There being no further business to discuss, the meeting was adjourned.  Motion by John Hauser and second by Gary Seems.
